Court Monitor Report

April 1 – June 30, 2007

I monitored 28 out of 33 hearings for this quarter.  In the hearings I monitored I found compliance at the bench level.  In monitoring these hearings, I used the guidelines set forth in the Ramsey County Implementation Policy of 2001 regarding the Indian Child Welfare and the Minnesota Indian Family Preservation Act.  

There were a total of 24 children.  Of these children, 16% were in the Preservation process; 84% were in Reunification.  In Out-of-Home Placement, 71% were placed with relatives and 31% were in foster care.

There were a total of 28 cases: 24 CHIPS (90%), 1 LTFC (3%), and 2 Educational Neglect (7%).    

Thirty-four hearings were held this quarter: 15 Intermediate Dispositional Hearings (44%); 3 Pre-Trial (6.7%); 10 Permanent Placement (29%); 3 Review (6.7%); 3 Admit/Deny (6.7%); 3 Emergency Protective Custody (6.7%).

Three cases were ICWA ineligible.
