Court Monitor Report

January 1 – March 31, 2007

I monitored 22 hearings out of 33 hearings for this quarter.   In the hearings that I monitored, I found no issues regarding non-compliance.  In monitoring these hearings, I used the guidelines set forth in the Ramsey County Implementation Policy of 2001 regarding the Indian Child Welfare and the Minnesota Indian Family Preservation Act.    

There were a total of 34 children.  Of these children, 21% were in the preservation process; 79% were in reunification.  In Out-of-Home placement, 59% were placed with relatives and 41% were in foster care.  

There were a total of 22 cases: 17 CHIPS (77%), 3 Educational Neglect (13%), 1 Termination of Parental Rights (5%), and 1 Status Offense (5%).  

Thirty-three hearings were held this quarter: 12 Intermediate Dispositional Hearing (37%), 5 Pre-Trial (15%), 4 Permanent Placement Hearing (12%), 4 Long Term Foster Care Review (12%), 3 Admit/Deny Hearing (9%), 3 Review Hearing (9%), 1 Emergency Protective Custody Hearing (3%), and 1 TPR (3%). 

Two CHIPS cases were dismissed.  In one case, the youth, who was turning 18, was granted Long Term Foster Care; in the other case, the tribe supported the dismissal. 

There was one TPR case.  The father failed to respond to notification and/or publication thereby setting into motion TPR.

Four cases were ICWA ineligible.  All four cases were ruled ineligible before I monitored them.  They were designated as ICWA on the court calendars. I attended the hearings and learned these were not ICWA cases.  The children in these cases are not included in the total number of children for this quarter.
